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From time to time, Microsoft sends updates to all Windows users 
around the world to help keep their computer systems protected. These 
updates are VERY important to your on going internet security system. 
In Australia, we usually get them every Tuesday.  
 
For Microsoft Windows 7 users you will know when one 
is available by the Ȭ7ÉÎÄÏ×Ó 5ÐÄÁÔÅȭ ÉÃÏÎ ÔÈÁÔ ×ÉÌÌ 
appear on the lower right hand side of your task bar.  
  
 
Double click this icon whenever it appears to see what updates are 
available, and follow the prompts to install them.  
 
    You can also MANUALLY check for any missing updates via ;
